Youth Quilt Entry Instructions

Please read all Instructions before completing the entry form.

As an integral component of IMAGES 2012 and the Lowell Quilt Festival,
the New England Quilt Museum is sponsoring a youth quilt contest for quilters 16 or younger.

RULES:
1. The youth quilt contest is open to ALL quilters age 16 and younger.
2. Each entrant is limited to two (2) entries.
3. This is not a juried category. All qualifying quilts will be accepted.
4. There is no entry fee for youth entries.

CATEGORIES:
A. Bed Quilt
B. Wall Quilt
C. Group Quilt (two (2) or more quilters)

QUILT TECHNIQUES:
1. All entries must be hand or machine pieced and hand or machine appliquéd.
2. All entries must be hand quilted, machine quilted, or tied.
3. Entries in all categories must be made of fabric and represent a quilt sandwich.

Recognition:
Ribbons will be awarded for First, Second, Third, and Honorable Mention in each
category.

Ribbons and prizes will be based upon:

Entrant(s) age(s) and years of quilting experience.

Percent of work completed by the entrant and any adult supervision/aid in construction.

Techniques: piecing, appliqué, quilting, tying, finishing.
Choice of pattern; choice and use of fabric, imagination, and originality of design.
